This pleasant walk offers some scenic views on the way to the
breathtaking Golf Links Lookout. There are many steps on this
worthwhile walk to one of the Blue Mountains' gems. From the
lookout there are grand views across the Jamison Valley, along
Narrow Neck and to Mount Solitary. A great spot to stop and enjoy
the view before heading back up the stairs. Let us begin by
acknowledging the Dharug & Gundungurra people, Traditional
Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our
respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Great Western Highway, A32

Turn on to Scott Avenue, BMD then drive for 1 km
Turn left onto Gladstone Road, BMD and drive for another 560 m
At roundabout, take exit 1 onto Gladstone Road, BMD and drive for another 420 m
Continue onto Gladstone Road and drive for another 710 m

• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
• Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point

an intersection and the fenced 'Golf Linksan intersection and the fenced 'Golf Links
Lookout'.Lookout'.
