Conservation Area to the Caleys Lookout. There's a picnic table at the lookout so you can have
your lunch there or once back at the start at the Bents Basin Road picnic area. Let us begin by
acknowledging the Darug & Tharawal people, Traditional Custodians of the land on which we
travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Silverdale Road

e Turn on to Bents Basin Road then drive for 7.4 km

» Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers

* Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point
